Scholarship Awards

Eligibility
Individuals who are actively seeking a golf merchandising career and who are currently attending an accredited
college, university or technical institute as an undergraduate may apply.

Criteria

Individuals must provide “strong and verifiable evidence” that they have worked in and are pursuing a golf
merchandising career. Applicants must have completed their freshman year of college, be enrolled for the 2026-2027
academic year as an undergraduate and have a grade point average of at least 3.0 or higher.
